This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education. 
[bookmark: _Toc357771640][bookmark: _Toc346793418]Part A: Curriculum music
This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.

Pupils with SEND and those with disabilities are invited to join in with every music lesson, and can access everything that is available to all pupils.
We use Kapow Music curriculum to teach our curriculum (planned in mixed aged classes) but have also used the Model Music Curriculum to plan our Music Timeline where we focus on different composers each week, from a diverse range of backgrounds, and plot them on to our Music Timeline.  
Pupils have one hour of music a week; delivered either by class teachers or peripatetic staff from Severn Arts. 

We have weekly singing, across all year groups and children are given the opportunity to sing as part of Family Services (x6 a year), Three Counties, supporting a local amateur dramatic society and part of our Musical Theatre after school club.  
Extra music lessons are offered to every child from Year 2, some of these are free and others we make a small charge (simply to cover the cost of the tuition).  
We work closely with Severn Arts, who offer our musical tuition to all pupils in KS2 and also offer 1:1 tuition to pupils who wish to learn other instruments too.   


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Co-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	[bookmark: _GoBack]We have music tuition offered to all pupils from Year 2 – recorders from Year 2 onwards (free) and ukulele from Year 3.  We also have pupils who have 1:1 music tuition in school from Severn Arts (violin).  
We have a musical theatre termly club, which offers the opportunity for singing after school and we also support a local amateur dramatics society to put on performances; Joseph and His Technicolour Dreamcoat. 
As a school, we also take a choir to Three Counties Showground (annually) to sing in the Church of England tent.  


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	We have weekly singing in assembly, and we also plot our musical timeline on a weekly basis also (based on the Model Music curriculum).  
Pupils also visit CBSO (annually) in KS1 and KS2 as we feel it is important for pupils to experience live music, from professionals. 
We support a local amateur dramatic group, to enable our pupils the opportunity to perform; as well giving children the opportunity to perform as part of Family Service (x6 a year).  
As part of our Artsmark journey, children also had a professional musician to come in to do a workshop based on “Introduction to Brass Instruments” and we also did a bhangra dance workshop.  


In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	As we prepare to have Y5/6, we are continuing to plan our curriculum to ensure it is sequenced and progressive. We shall also have great thought in to how we will continue to develop our musicality for these two new year groups. 
We will continue to take pupils to the CBSO, and to give them lots of opportunity to perform locally, and will continue to make links to the local community to further deepen these opportunities for our pupils. 
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
