Re:  Parents Evening

We are keen to work in partnership with parents to provide the best possible education for every pupil and parents’ evenings provide an ideal opportunity to share information. 

Children’s books will be available to view in the Y1/2 classroom, on the evening of your appointment.  This will give you an opportunity to look at your children’s work and to see all the wonderful things they have been doing, and the progress they have made thus far.  Please arrive 10 minutes prior to your appointment, in order to be able to view your child’s books.

Parents Evening slots will go “live” on Arbor at 6pm on Friday 4th October 2024, and you will be able to book your desired time on this.  

Face to face meetings will occur in school on the 22nd and 23rd October 2024.  We ask that you arrive promptly for your parents evening appointment at the time allotted to you.  As the teacher has to see the parents of all the children in their class, each meeting can only last for 15 minutes so it is helpful to both teachers and other parents if sessions do not run over time. If either you or the class teacher feels it is necessary, a further appointment can be made at a mutually convenient time.

Therefore the dates you will need to put in your diary are:
4th October – Parents Evening appointments “go live” on Arbor at 6pm
22nd and 23rd October – Parents Evening (face to face)

During parents’ evening, teachers will talk about your child’s effort, attitude to learning and achievement. We hope that you leave parents’ evening with at least the following questions answered, as this information appears to be what most parents want to know and is most appropriate for our school’s age range: 
· Is my child happy at school?
· Is my child’s achievement age appropriate?
· Is my child committed to learning?
· Next steps?

Obviously, these questions are intended as a general guide and each appointment will be tailored to reflect your child. We hope that by attending parents’ evening you will be better informed about your child’s education and we look forward to seeing you for your child’s appointment.

Each pupil will be given only one appointment of 15 minutes which will be allocated to the main carer.
