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Accessibility Plan 2024-25
The school recognises its duty under the Disability Discrimination Act (as amended by the Special Educational Needs and Disability Act) replicated in the Equality Act 2010. We therefore aim to:  
· Continue to ensure the participation of extent to which disabled pupils can participate in the curriculum;  
· Continue to ensure the physical environment of our school enables those with disabilities to take advantage of the education, benefits, facilities and services provided.
· Continue to ensure availability of accessible information easily available to those with disabilities.  
· Publish this Accessibility Plan 
Crowle First School provides all pupils with a broad and balanced curriculum, differentiated and adjusted to meet the needs of individual pupils and their preferred learning styles; and endorses the key principles in the National Curriculum 2014 framework, which underpin the development of a more inclusive curriculum, notably:  
· setting suitable learning challenges  
· responding to pupils’ diverse learning needs  
· overcoming potential barriers to learning and assessment for individuals and groups of pupils.  
Planning for the future 
The three areas to be considered are:  
1) Improving education & related activities  
The school will continue to seek and follow the advice of LA services, such as specialist teacher advisers, outside professional agencies, Special Educational Needs inspectors/advisers, and of appropriate health professionals from the local NHS Trusts.  
The needs of all of the pupils of the school are considered when planning the school curriculum. It is the responsibility of the Head teacher, SENCo, class teacher and parents to support and to ensure that the needs the pupil are met. In order to ensure that all children are catered for the SENDCo works closely with the Head teacher, Class teacher and family. An individual planning system for all of the children with special needs and on our special needs register is used. This highlights the specific needs of each child including those with disabilities and targets their curriculum provision. Where necessary outside agencies are contacted for specialist support e.g. Behaviour support team, Learning support team, Educational Psychologist, Speech and Language, Complex communication team and Community Paediatricians.

2) Improving the Physical environment  
We take account of the needs of pupils and visitors with physical difficulties and sensory impairments when planning and undertaking future improvements and refurbishments of the school. This includes actions such as improving access, lighting, acoustic treatment and colour schemes, and more accessible facilities and fittings.  
Crowle First School has single level classrooms with a ramp and door into the Year 3/4 classroom, it is fully accessible from the main school entrance and the main school car park. 
3) Improving the Provision of information  
We make ourselves aware of all local services, including those provided through WCF, for providing information in alternative formats when required or requested.  
· All information shared takes account of the needs of the pupils. Advice is sought from specialist agencies e.g. hearing impairment agency with regards to specific needs, when they arise e.g. large print needed or use of a hearing aid. 
· The views of the parents/pupils and staff are taken account of on a regular basis, this informs the way that written information is delivered. 
· Preferences of parents is also taken account of and we work with our families.
Making it happen - Management, coordination and implementation 
· The Headteacher, Governors and SENDCo ensure that the 2024-25 Accessibility Plan is managed and implemented. 
· The Headteacher ensures that quotes for work to be carried out are sought and that the needs of the pupils inform the setting of the budget and the three areas of 1. Increasing the accessibility of written information 2. Increasing the accessibility of the physical environment 3. Increasing the access ability of the curriculum 
· The Accessibility Plan also coincides with the School Development Plan. 
· The School Accessibility Plan is shared and coordinated with other services and agencies e.g. With the LA’s accessibility strategy Accessibility plan, DOWMAT, Social services and Health agencies. Particularly in respect of meeting the health needs of the disabled pupils in school. We consult with experts when new situations regarding children with disabilities are experienced. 
· The Governors and Head Teacher work closely with the WCF.
